The individual will to expected to partake in a
generic aviation medicine on call (on completion
of the appropriate training) and contribute to line
management of practice staff. Specialist interests,
such as muscular skeletal; dermatology and mental
health, would be advantageous.

In addition to
tours at permanent stations at home and overseas,
Royal Air Force doctors are expected to deliver
care in a variety of fixed and flexible deployments
worldwide. A specialist qualification in Military
General Practice is being developed. RAF GPs
compete for places for the prestigious Diploma

of Aerospace Medicine, so unique developmental
opportunities with the cadre are available.

Whether
or not you were born in the United Kingdom, you should
have resided there for the 5 years immediately preceding
your application, but candidates with a minimum of 3
years will be considered.
